MEDIATION AGREEMENT 

THIS AGREEMENT, made t h i s  31st  day of October,  1985 by and 
between t h e  p a r t i c i p a t i n g  c a r r i e r s  l i s t e d  i n  Exhib i t  A,  a t tached  h e r e t o  
and made a  p a r t  hereof ,  and represen ted  by t h e  National C a r r i e r s '  
Conference Committee, and t h e  employees of such c a r r i e r s  shown thereon 
and represen ted  by t h e  United T ranspo r t a t i on  Union, wi tnesse th :  

I T  IS  BEREBY AGREED: 

ARTICLE I - GENERAL WAGE INCREASES 

Sec t ion  1 - F i r s t  General  Wage Inc rease  ( f o r  o t h e r  than Dining Car 
Stewards and Yardmasters) 

( a )  E f f e c t i v e  November 1 ,  1985, a l l  s tandard  b a s i c  d a i l y  
r a t e s  of pay (exc luding  cos t -o f - l i v ing  allowance) i n  e f f e c t  on 
October 31, 1985 f o r  employees represen ted  by t h e  United T ranspo r t a t i on  
Union w i l l  be increased  by one (1)  percent .  

( b )  In computing the  i n c r e a s e  f o r  enginemen under paragraph 
( a )  above, one (1 )  percent  s h a l l  be app l i ed  t o  t h e  s tandard  b a s i c  d a i l y  
r a t e s  of pay a p p l i c a b l e  i n  t he  fo l lowing  weight-on-drivers b racke t s ,  
and t h e  amounts s o  produced s h a l l  be added t o  each  s t anda rd  b a s i c  d a i l y  
r a t e  of pay: 

Passenger - 600,000 and l e s s  than 650,000 pounds 
Fre igh t  - 950,000 and l e s s  than 1,000,000 pounds 

( through f r e i g h t  r a t e s )  
Yard Engineers  - Less than 500,000 pounds 
Yard Firemen - Less than 500,000 pounds 

( s e p a r a t e  computation cover ing  
five-day r a t e s  and o t h e r  than 
f  ive-day r a t e s )  

Sec t ion  2 - Second General  Wage Inc rease  ( f o r  o t h e r  than Dining Car 
Stewards and Yardmasters) 

E f f e c t i v e  January  1 ,  1986, a l l  s tandard  b a s i c  d a i l y  r a t e s  of  
pay ( exc lud ing  cos t -of - l iv ing  allowance) i n  e f f e c t  on December 31, 1985 
f o r  employees represen ted  by t h e  United T ranspo r t a t i on  Union s h a l l  be 
i nc reased  by two (2)  p e r c e n t ,  computed and app l i ed  f o r  enginemen i n  t h e  
manner p re sc r ibed  i n  Sec t ion  1 above. 

S e c t i o n  3 - Third  General  Wage Inc rease  ( f o r  o t h e r  than  Dining Car 
Stewards and Yardmasters) 

E f f e c t i v e  J u l y  1 ,  1986, a l l  s t anda rd  b a s i c  d a i l y  r a t e s  of pay 
( exc lud ing  cos t -of - l iv ing  al lowance)  i n  e f f e c t  on June 30, 1986 f o r  



employees r e p r e s e n t e d  by t h e  Uni ted T r a n s p o r t a t i o n  Union s h a l l  be 
i n c r e a s e d  by one and one-half  (1 .5)  p e r c e n t ,  computed and a p p l i e d  f o r  
enginemen i n  t h e  manner p r e s c r i b e d  i n  S e c t i o n  1 above. 

S e c t i o n  4 - Four th  Genera l  Wage I n c r e a s e  ( f o r  o t h e r  than  Dining Car 
Stewards and Yardmasters)  

E f f e c t i v e  J a n u a r y  1, 1987, a l l  s t a n d a r d  b a s i c  d a i l y  r a t e s  of 
pay ( e x c l u d i n g  c o s t - o f - l i v i n g  a l lowance)  i n  e f f e c t  on December 31 ,  1986 
f o r  employees r e p r e s e n t e d  by t h e  Uni ted T r a n s p o r t a t i o n  Union s h a l l  be 
i n c r e a s e d  by two and one-quar te r  (2.25) p e r c e n t ,  computed and a p p l i e d  
f o r  enginemen i n  the manner p r e s c r i b e d  i n  S e c t i o n  1 above. 

S e c t i o n  5 - F i f t h  Genera l  Wage I n c r e a s e  ( f o r  o t h e r  t h a n  Dining Car 
Stewards and Yardmasters)  

E f f e c t i v e  J u l y  1, 1987, a l l  s t a n d a r d  b a s i c  d a i l y  r a t e s  of pay 
( e x c l u d i n g  c o s t - o f - l i v i n g  a l lowance)  i n  e f f e c t  on J u n e  30,  1987 f o r  
employees r e p r e s e n t e d  by t h e  Uni ted T r a n s p o r t a t i o n  Union s h a l l  be 
i n c r e a s e d  by one and one-half (1.5) p e r c e n t ,  computed and a p p l i e d  f o r  
enginemen i n  t h e  manner p r e s c r i b e d  i n  S e c t i o n  1 above. 

S e c t i o n  6 - S i x t h  Genera l  Wage I n c r e a s e  ( f o r  o t h e r  t h a n  Dining Car 
Stewards and Yardmasters)  

E f f e c t i v e  J a n u a r y  1, 1988, a l l  s t a n d a r d  b a s i c  d a i l y  r a t e s  o f  
pay ( e x c l u d i n g  c o s t - o f - l i v i n g  a l lowance)  i n  e f f e c t  on December 31,  1987 
f o r  employees r e p r e s e n t e d  by t h e  Uni ted T r a n s p o r t a t i o n  Union s h a l l  be 
i n c r e a s e d  by two and one-quar te r  (2.25) p e r c e n t ,  computed and a p p l i e d  
f o r  enginemen i n  t h e  manner p r e s c r i b e d  i n  S e c t i o n  1  above. 

S e c t i o n  7 - Standard  Rates 

The s t a n d a r d  b a s i c  d a i l y  r a t e s  of pay ( e x c l u d i n g  cost -of-  
l i v i n g  a l lowance)  produced by a p p l i c a t i o n  of t h e  i n c r e a s e s  provided f o r  
i n  t h i s  A r t i c l e  are set f o r t h  i n  Appendix 1 ,  which is a p a r t  of t h i s  
Agreement. 

S e c t i o n  8 - A p p l i c a t i o n  o f  Wage I n c r e a s e s  

( a )  D u p l i c a t e  time payments, i n c l u d i n g  a r b i t r a r i e s  and 
s p e c i a l  a l l o w a n c e s  t h a t  are e x p r e s s e d  i n  time, m i l e s  o r  f i x e d  amounts 
of money, and mi leage  r a t e s  of pay f o r  miles r u n  i n  e x c e s s  of t h e  
number o f  miles compr i s ing  a b a s i c  day,  w i l l  n o t  be s u b j e c t  t o  t h e  
a d j u s t m e n t s  provided f o r  i n  t h i s  Article. 

( b )  I n  e n g i n e  s e r v i c e  and i n  t r a i n  and yard ground s e r v i c e ,  
m i s c e l l a n e o u s  r a t e s  based upon h o u r l y  o r  d a i l y  r a t e s  of pay, as 
prov ided  i n  t h e  s c h e d u l e s  o r  wage agreements ,  s h a l l  be a d j u s t e d  under  
t h i s  Agreement i n  t h e  same manner a s  h e r e t o f o r e  i n c r e a s e d  under  
p r e v i o u s  wage agreements .  



( c )  I n  determining new hourly r a t e s ,  f r a c t i o n s  of a  cen t  
w i l l  be d i sposed  of by applying the  next h igher  q u a r t e r  of a  cen t .  

( d l  Daily ea rn ings  minima s h a l l  be changed by the  amount of 
t h e  r e s p e c t i v e  d a i l y  adjustments .  

( e )  Standard monthly r a t e s  and money monthly guaran tees  i n  
passenger  t r a i n  s e r v i c e  s h a l l  be t h i r t y  times the  new s tandard  d a i l y  
r a t e s .  Other  than s t anda rd  monthly r a t e s  and money monthly guaran tees  
s h a l l  be s o  ad jus t ed  t h a t  money d i f f e r e n t i a l s  e x i s t i n g  as of 
October 31, 1985 s h a l l  be preserved.  

( f )  E x i s t i n g  monthly r a t e s  and money monthly guaran tees  
a p p l i c a b l e  i n  t r a i n  s e r v i c e  o t h e r  than passenger w i l l  be changed i n  t h e  
same p ropor t i on  a s  t he  d a i l y  r a t e  f o r  t h e  c l a s s  of s e r v i c e  involved i s  
ad jus t ed .  

(g )  E x i s t i n g  money d i f f e r e n t i a l s  above e x i s t i n g  s tandard  
d a i l y  r a t e s  s h a l l  be maintained. 

( h )  I n  l o c a l  f r e i g h t  s e r v i c e ,  t he  same d i f f e r e n t i a l  i n  
exces s  of through f r e i g h t  r a t e s  s h a l l  be maintained. 

(1)  The d i f f e r e n t i a l  of $4.00 p e r  b a s i c  day i n  f r e i g h t  and 
yard s e r v i c e ,  and 4+ per m i l e  f o r  mi les  i n  excess  of t h e  number of 
miles encompassed i n  t h e  b a s i c  day i n  f r e i g h t  s e r v i c e ,  w i l l  be 
maintained f o r  eng inee r s  working without  firemen on locomotives on 
which under t h e  former Nat iona l  D i e s e l  Agreement of 1950 f i remen would 
have been requi red .  

( j )  I n  computing the  i nc reases  i n  r a t e s  of pay e f f e c t i v e  
November 1 ,  1985 under Sec t ion  1 f o r  f i remen,  conductors ,  brakemen and 
flagmen employed i n  l o c a l  f r e i g h t  s e r v i c e ,  o r  on road s w i t c h e r s ,  
rous tabout  runs ,  mine runs ,  o r  i n  o t h e r  miscel laneous s e r v i c e ,  on runs  
of miles equa l  t o  o r  less than t h e  number comprising a  b a s i c  day, which 
a r e  t h e r e f o r e  paid on a d a i l y  b a s i s  without  a  mileage component, whose 
r a t e s  had been inc reased  by "an a d d i t i o n a l  $.40" e f f e c t i v e  J u l y  1 ,  
1968, t h e  one (1) percent  i n c r e a s e  s h a l l  be app l i ed  t o  d a i l y  r a t e s  then  
i n  e f f e c t ,  e x c l u s i v e  of c a r  s c a l e  a d d i t i v e s ,  l o c a l  f r e i g h t  d i f f e r e n -  
t ia l s ,  and any o t h e r  money d i f f e r e n t i a l  above e x i s t i n g  s t anda rd  d a i l y  
r a t e s .  For f i remen,  t h e  r a t e s  a p p l i c a b l e  i n  t h e  weight-on-drivers 
b r a c k e t  950,000 and less than  1,000,000 pounds s h a l l  be u t i l i z e d  i n  
computing t h e  amount of i nc rease .  The same procedure s h a l l  be followed 
i n  computing t h e  i n c r e a s e s  e f f e c t i v e  January  1, 1986, J u l y  1, 1986, 
January  1 ,  1987, J u l y  1, 1987 and January  1, 1988. The rates produced 
by a p p l i c a t i o n  of t h e  s t anda rd  l o c a l  f r e i g h t  d i f f e r e n t i a l s  and t h e  
above-referred-to s p e c i a l  i n c r e a s e  of "an a d d i t i o n a l  $.40" t o  s t anda rd  
b a s i c  through f r e i g h t  r a t e s  of pay a r e  set f o r t h  i n  Appendix 1 which i s  
a  p a r t  of t h i s  Agreement. 



( k )  Other than s tandard  r a t e s :  

( I )  E x i s t i n g  b a s i c  d a i l y  r a t e s  of pay o t h e r  than 
s tandard  s h a l l  be changed, e f f e c t i v e  a s  of the d a t e s  s p e c i f i e d  i n  
Sec t ions  1 through 6 h e r e o f ,  by t he  same r e spec t ive  percentages a s  s e t  
f o r t h  t h e r e i n ,  computed and app l i ed  i n  the  same manner a s  the  s tandard  
r a t e s  were determined. 

( i i )  The d i f f e r e n t i a l  of $4.00 p e r  b a s i c  day i n  f r e i g h t  
and yard s e r v i c e ,  and 4+ per m i l e  f o r  mi les  i n  excess  of the  number 
encompassed i n  t h e  b a s i c  day i n  f r e i g h t  s e r v i c e ,  w i l l  be maintained f o r  
eng inee r s  working without  firemen on locomotives on which under t he  
former Nat iona l  D ie se l  Agreement of 1950 f i remen would have been 
requi red .  

( i i i )  Dai ly  r a t e s  of pay, o t h e r  than s t anda rd ,  of 
f i remen,  conductors ,  brakemen and flagmen employed i n  l o c a l  f r e i g h t  
s e r v i c e ,  o r  on road swi t che r s ,  rous tabout  runs ,  mine runs ,  o r  i n  o t h e r  
misce l laneous  s e r v i c e ,  on runs of miles equa l  t o  o r  less than the  
number encompassed i n  t h e  b a s i c  day, which a r e  t h e r e f o r e  paid on a 
d a i l y  b a s i s  without  a  mileage component, s h a l l  be increased  a s  of t h e  
e f f e c t i v e  d a t e s  s p e c i f i e d  i n  Sec t ions  1 through 6 he reo f ,  by t he  same 
r e s p e c t i v e  percentages a s  s e t  f o r t h  t h e r e i n ,  computed and appl ied  i n  
t h e  same manner a s  provided i n  paragraph ( k ) ( i )  above. 

(L) Wage r a t e s  r e s u l t i n g  from the  i n c r e a s e s  provided f o r  i n  
S e c t i o n s  1 through 6 and 9 of t h i s  A r t i c l e  I ,  and i n  Sec t ion  l ( d )  of 
A r t i c l e  11, w i l l  not  be reduced under A r t i c l e  11.

( a )  E f f e c t i v e  November 1 ,  1985, a l l  b a s i c  monthly r a t e s  of 
pay (exc luding  cos t -of - l iv ing  allowance) i n  e f f e c t  on October 31, 1985, 
f o r  d i n i n g  c a r  s tewards  and yardmasters  represen ted  by t h e  United 
T ranspo r t a t i on  Union s h a l l  be increased  by one ( 1 )  percent .  

( b )  E f f e c t i v e  January  1 ,  1986, a l l  b a s i c  monthly r a t e s  of 
pay (exc luding  cos t -of - l iv ing  al lowance)  i n  e f f e c t  on December 31, 
1985, f o r  d i n i n g  c a r  s tewards and yardmasters  represen ted  by t h e  United 
T r a n s p o r t a t i o n  Union s h a l l  be increased  by two ( 2 )  percent .  

( c )  E f f e c t i v e  J u l y  1 ,  1986, a l l  b a s i c  monthly r a t e s  of pay 
(exc luding  cos t -of - l iv ing  al lowance)  i n  e f f e c t  on June 30, 1986, f o r  
d i n i n g  c a r  s tewards  and yardmasters  represen ted  by t h e  United 
T ranspo r t a t i on  Union s h a l l  be increased  by one and one-half (1.5) 
pe rcen t .  

( d l  E f f e c t i v e  January  1 ,  1987, a l l  b a s i c  monthly r a t e s  of 
pay (exc luding  cos t -of - l iv ing  al lowance)  i n  e f f e c t  on December 31, 
1986, f o r  d i n i n g  c a r  s tewards and yardmasters  represen ted  by the  United 
T ranspo r t a t i on  Union s h a l l  be increased  by an amount equa l  t o  two and 
one-quarter  (2.25) percent .  



( e )  E f f e c t i v e  J u l y  1 ,  1987, a l l  ba s i c  monthly r a t e s  of pay

ARTICLE I1 - COST-OF-LIVING ADJUSTMENTS 

S e c t i o n  1 - Amount and E f f e c t i v e  Dates of Cost-of-Living Adjustments 

( a )  The cos t -of - l iv ing  allowance which, on October 31, 1985 
i s  1 3  c e n t s  per  hour,  w i l l  subsequent ly  be a d j u s t e d ,  i n  t h e  manner set 
f o r t h  i n  and s u b j e c t  t o  a l l  t he  p rov i s ions  of paragraphs ( e )  and (g)  
below, on t h e  b a s i s  of t h e  "Consumer P r i c e  Index f o r  Urban Wage Earners  
and C l e r i c a l  Workers (Revised S e r i e s )  (CPI-W)" (1967 = loo) ,  U.S. 
Index, a l l  i t ems  - unadjus ted ,  a s  publ ished by t h e  Bureau of Labor 
S t a t i s t i c s ,  U.S. Department of Labor, and h e r e i n a f t e r  r e f e r r e d  t o  a s  
t h e  BLS Consumer P r i c e  Index. The f i r s t  such cos t -of - l iv ing  adjustment  
s h a l l  be made e f f e c t i v e  November 1 ,  1985, based ( s u b j e c t  t o  paragraph 
( e ) ( i )  below) on t h e  BLS Consumer P r i c e  Index f o r  March 1985 as 
compared wi th  t he  index f o r  September 1984. Such adjustment ,  and 
f u r t h e r  cos t -of - l iv ing  ad jus tments  which w i l l  be made e f f e c t i v e  a s  
desc r ibed  below, w i l l  be based on the  change i n  t he  BLS Consumer P r i c e  
Index du r ing  t h e  r e s p e c t i v e  measurement per iods  shown i n  t h e  fo l lowing  
t a b l e  s u b j e c t  t o  t h e  except ion  i n  paragraph ( e ) ( i i )  below, according t o  
t h e  formula set f o r t h  i n  paragraph ( f )  below a s  l i m i t e d  by paragraph 
( g )  below:

( b )  While a  c o s t - o f - l i v i n g  a l lowance i s  i n  e f f e c t ,  such 
c o s t - o f - l i v i n g  a l lowance w i l l  app ly  t o  s t r a i g h t  t i m e ,  o v e r t i m e ,  
v a c a t i o n s ,  h o l i d a y s  and t o  s p e c i a l  a l lowances  i n  t h e  same manner a s  
b a s i c  wage a d j u s t m e n t s  have been a p p l i e d  i n  t h e  p a s t ,  excep t  t h a t  such  
a l lowance s h a l l  n o t  app ly  t o  d u p l i c a t e  t i m e  payments, i n c l u d i n g  
a r b i t r a r i e s  and s p e c i a l  a l lowances  t h a t  a r e  expressed  i n  t i m e ,  m i l e s  o r  
f i x e d  amounts of money o r  t o  mi leage  r a t e s  of pay f o r  m i l e s  run  i n  
e x c e s s  of t h e  number of m i l e s  compris ing a  b a s i c  day. 

( c )  The amount of t h e  c o s t - o f - l i v i n g  a l lowance ,  i f  any,  
which w i l l  be e f f e c t i v e  from one ad jus tment  d a t e  t o  t h e  nex t  may be 
e q u a l  t o ,  o r  g r e a t e ?  o r  l e s s  than ,  t h e  cos t -o f - l iv ing  a l lowance  i n  
e f f e c t  i n  t h e  p reced ing  ad jus tment  pe r iod .  

(d )  On June  30, 1988 a l l  o f  t h e  c o s t - o f - l i v i n g  a l lowance  
t h e n  i n  e f f e c t  s h a l l  be r o l l e d  i n t o  b a s i c  r a t e s  of pay and t h e  
c o s t - o f - l i v i n g  a l lowance  i n  e f f e c t  w i l l  be reduced t o  zero .  
Accordingly ,  t h e  amount r o l l e d  i n  w i l l  n o t  app ly  t o  d u p l i c a t e  t i m e  
payments, i n c l u d i n g  a r b i t r a r i e s  and s p e c i a l  a l lowances  t h a t  a r e  
e x p r e s s e d  i n  t i m e ,  m i l e s  o r  f i x e d  amounts of money, and mileage rates 
of pay f o r  miles run i n  e x c e s s  of t h e  number of miles compr i s ing  a 
b a s i c  day. 

( e l  Cap. ( 1 )  I n  c a l c u l a t i o n s  under pa ragraph  ( f )  below, 
t h e  maximum i n c r e a s e  i n  t h e  BLS Consumer P r i c e  Index (C.P.I.) which 
w i l l  be t a k e n  i n t o  account  w i l l  be as fo l lows :

(11 )  I f  t h e  i nc rease  i n  t he  BLS Consumer P r i c e  
Index from t h e  base month of September 1984 t o  the  measurement month of 
March 1985, exceeds 4% of  t he  September base index, the  measurement 
per iod  which w i l l  be used f o r  determining the  cost-of- l iving adjustment  
t o  be e f f e c t i v e  t h e  fo l lowing  January  w i l l  be t he  twelve-month per iod 
from such base month of September; the i nc rease  i n  t he  index which w i l l  
be taken  i n t o  account w i l l  be l i m i t e d  t o  t h a t  po r t i on  of i nc rease  which 
i s  i n  excess  o f  4% of such September base index, and the  maximum 
i n c r e a s e  i n  t h a t  po r t i on  of t h e  index which may be taken i n t o  account 
w i l l  be  8% of such September base index l e s s  t h e  4% mentioned i n  t h e

(111) Any i n c r e a s e  i n  t h e  BLS Consumer P r i c e  
Index from the  base month of September 1984 t o  the  measurement month of 
September 1985 i n  excess  of 8% of the  September 1984 base index,  w i l l  
n o t  be t aken  i n t o  account i n  the  de te rmina t ion  of subsequent cost-of- 
l i v i n g  adjustments .  

( f )  Formula. The number of po in t s  change i n  t h e  BLS 
Consumer P r i c e  Index dur ing  a measurement per iod ,  a s  l i m i t e d  by 
paragraph ( e )  above, w i l l  be converted i n t o  c e n t s  on t h e  b a s i s  of one 
c e n t  e q u a l s  0.3 f u l l  po in t s .  (By "0.3 f u l l  po in t s "  i t  is intended t h a t  
any remainder of 0.1 po in t  o r  0.2 p o i n t  of change a f t e r  t h e  conversion 
w i l l  no t  be counted).  

The cos t -of - l iv ing  allowance i n  e f f e c t  on October 31, 1985 
w i l l  be a d j u s t e d  ( increased  o r  decreased)  e f f e c t i v e  November 1 ,  1985 by 
t h e  whole number of c e n t s  produced by d i v i d i n g  by 0.3 t h e  number of 
p o i n t s  ( i n c l u d i n g  t e n t h s  of p o i n t s )  change, a s  l i m i t e d  by paragraph ( e )  
above, i n  t h e  BLS Consumer P r i c e  Index du r ing  t h e  measurement per iod 
from t h e  base month of September 1984 t o  the  measurement month of March 
1985. Any r e s i d u a l  t e n t h s  of a po in t  r e s u l t i n g  from such d i v i s i o n  w i l l  
be dropped. The r e s u l t  of such d i v i s i o n  w i l l  be added t o  t he  amount of 
t h e  cos t -o f - l i v ing  allowance i n  e f f e c t  on October 31, 1985 i f  t he  
Consumer P r i c e  Index w i l l  have been h igher  a t  t h e  end than a t  t h e  
beginning  o f  t h e  measurement pe r iod ,  and s u b t r a c t e d  therefrom only  i f  
t h e  i ndex  w i l l  have been lower a t  t he  end than a t  the  beginning of t h e  
measurement per iod  and then ,  on ly ,  t o  t h e  e x t e n t  t h a t  t h e  allowance 
remains a t  z e r o  o r  above. 

The same procedure w i l l  be followed i n  apply ing  subsequent 
ad jus tments .  . 

(g )  O f f s e t s .  The amounts c a l c u l a t e d  i n  accordanc'e wi th  t he  
formula set f o r t h  i n  paragraph ( f )  w i l l  be o f f s e t  by t he  i n c r e a s e s  
provided f o r  i n  A r t i c l e  I of t h i s  Agreement a s  app l i ed  on an annual  
b a s i s  a g a i n s t  a s t a r t i n g  r a t e  of $12.54 per  hour. This w i l l  r e s u l t  i n  
t h e  cos t -o f - l i v ing  i n c r e a s e s ,  i f  any, being s u b j e c t  t o  t h e  l i m i t a t i o n s  
h e r e i n  desc r ibed :  



( 1 )  Any i n c r e a s e  t o  be paid e f f e c t i v e  November 1 ,  1985 
i s  l i m i t e d  t o  t h a t  i n  excess  o f  13 c e n t s  per  hour. Since the  formula 
produces 10 c e n t s  per  hour f o r  t h e  November 1 ,  1985 ad jus tment ,  no 
change w i l l  be made on t h a t  d a t e  i n  t he  amount of the  cos t -of - l iv ing  
allowance. 

( i i )  The combined i n c r e a s e s ,  i f  any, t o  be paid a s  a  
r e s u l t  of t he  ad jus tments  e f f e c t i v e  November 1 ,  1985 and January 1 ,  
1986 a r e  l i m i t e d  t o  those  i n  excess  of 38 c e n t s  per hour. 

( i l l )  Any i n c r e a s e  t o  be paid e f f e c t i v e  J u l y  1 ,  1986 i s  
l i m i t e d  t o  t h a t  i n  excess  of 19 c e n t s  per hour. 

( i v )  The combined i n c r e a s e s ,  i f  any, t o  be paid a s  a  
r e s u l t  of t h e  ad jus tments  e f f e c t i v e  J u l y  1 ,  1986 and January  1 ,  1987 
a r e  l i m i t e d  t o  those  i n  excess  of  48 c e n t s  per  hour. 

( v )  Any i n c r e a s e  t o  be paid e f f e c t i v e  J u l y  1 ,  1987 i s  
l i m i t e d  t o  t h a t  i n  excess  o f  20 c e n t s  per hour. 

( v i )  The combined i n c r e a s e s ,  i f  any, t o  be paid a s  a  
r e s u l t  of t h e  ad jus tments  e f f e c t i v e  J u l y  1 ,  1987 and January  1 ,  1988 
a r e  l i m i t e d  t o  t hose  i n  excess  of 51 c e n t s  per  hour. 

( h )  Continuance of t he  cos t -of - l iv ing  ad jus tments  i s  
dependent upon t h e  a v a i l a b i l i t y  of t he  o f f i c i a l  monthly BLS Consumer 
P r i c e  Index (CPI-W) c a l c u l a t e d  on the  same b a s i s  a s  such Index, except  
t h a t ,  i f  t h e  Bureau of Labor S t a t i s t i c s ,  U.S. Department of Labor, 
should dur ing  the  e f f e c t i v e  per iod of t h i s  Agreement r e v i s e  o r  change 
t h e  methods o r  b a s i c  d a t a  used i n . c a l c u l a t i n g  t h e  BLS Consumer P r i c e  
Index i n  such a  way a s  t o  a f f e c t  the  d i r e c t  comparabi l i ty  of such 
r ev i sed  o r  changed index wi th  t h e  CPI-W Index du r ing  a  measurement 
pe r iod ,  then t h a t  Bureau s h a l l  be requested t o  f u r n i s h  a  conversion 
f a c t o r  designed t o  a d j u s t  t h e  newly r ev i sed  index t o  t h e  b a s i s  of t h e  
CPI-W Index du r ing  such measurement period. 

Sec t ion  2 - Appl i ca t i on  of  Cost-of-Living Mlua tmenta  

I n  a p p l i c a t i o n  of t he  cos t -of - l iv ing  ad jus tments  provided f o r  
by Sec t ion  1 of t h i s  A r t i c l e  11, t h e  cos t -of - l iv ing  allowance w i l l  no t  
become p a r t  of b a s i c  r a t e s  of pay except  a s  provided i n  Sec t ion  l ( d ) .  
Such al lowance w i l l  be a p p l i e d  a s  fol lows:  

( a )  For o t h e r  than d i n i n g  car s tewards and yardmasters ,  each  
one cen t  pe r  hour of cos t -of - l iv ing  allowance w i l l  be t r e a t e d  a s  an 
i n c r e a s e  of  8  c e n t s  i n  t h e  b a s i c  d a i l y  r a t e s  of pay produced by app l i -  
c a t i o n  of A r t i c l e  I and by Sec t ion  l ( d )  of t h i s  Article 11. The 
cos t -of - l iv ing  al lowance w i l l  o therwise  be app l i ed  i n  keeping wi th  t h e  
p rov i s ions  of Sec t ion  8  o f  Article I. 



( b )  For d in ing  c a r  s tewards ,  each one cen t  per  hour of 
cos t -of - l iv ing  allowance w i l l  be t r e a t e d  a s  an i nc rease  of  $1.80 i n  t h e  
monthly r a t e s  of pay produced by a p p l i c a t i o n  of Sec t ions  8 and 9 of  
A r t i c l e  I and by Sec t ion  l ( d )  of t h i s  A r t i c l e  11. 

( c )  For yardmasters ,  each one cen t  per  hour of cost-of- 
l i v i n g  allowance w i l l  be t r e a t e d  a s  an i nc rease  of  $2.00 i n  the  monthly 
r a t e s  of pay produced by a p p l i c a t i o n  of Sec t ions  8 and 9 of Article I 
and by S e c t i o n  l ( d )  of t h i s  A r t i c l e  11. 

ARTICLE I11 - L W  'SUM PAYMENT 

A lump sum payment, c a l c u l a t e d  a s  descr ibed  below, w i l l  be 
paid t o  each employee s u b j e c t  t o  t h i s  Agreement who e s t a b l i s h e d  an 
employment r e l a t i o n s h i p  p r i o r  t o  t h e  d a t e  of t h i s  Agreement and has 
r e t a i n e d  t h a t  r e l a t i o n s h i p  o r  has r e t i r e d  o r  d ied .  

Employees w i t h  2,150 o r  more s t r a i g h t  t i m e  hours  paid f o r  
(no t  i nc lud ing  any such hours r epo r t ed  t o  t h e  I n t e r s t a t e  Commerce 
Commission a s  c o n s t r u c t i v e  al lowances except  vaca t ions  and hol idays)  
d u r i n g  t h e  per iod  J u l y  1, 1984 through J u l y  31, 1985 w i l l  be paid 
$565.00. Those employees w i t h  fewer s t r a i g h t  time hours  paid f o r  w i l l  
be pa id . an  amount der ived  by mu l t i p ly ing  $565.00 by the  number of 
s t r a i g h t  t i m e  hours ( i nc lud ing  vaca t ions  and ho l idays ,  a s  descr ibed  
above) pa id  f o r  du r ing  t h a t  per iod d iv ided  by 2,150. 

ARTICLE I V  - PAY RULES 

S e c t i o n  1 - Mfleage Rater 

( a )  Mileage rates of pay f o r  miles run i n  excess  of t he  
number of miles comprising a bas i c  day  ( p r e s e n t l y  100 m i l e s  i n  f r e i g h t  
s e r v i c e  and 100 miles f o r  engine  crews and 150 miles f o r  t r a i n  crews i n  
through passenger  s e r v i c e )  w i l l  no t  be s u b j e c t  t o  g e n e r a l ,  cost-of- 
l i v i n g ,  o r  o t h e r  form of wage inc reases .  

(b) Mileage r a t e s  of pay, a s  def ined  above, a p p l i c a b l e  t o  
i n t e r d i v i s i o n a l ,  i n t e r s e n i o r i t y  d i s t r i c t ,  i n t r a d i v i s i o n a l  and/or  
i n t r a s e n i o r i t y  d i s t r i c t  s e r v i c e  runs  now e x i s t i n g  o r  t o  be e s t a b l i s h e d  
i n  t h e  f u t u r e  s h a l l  n o t  exceed t h e  a p p l i c a b l e  r a t e s  a s  of October 31, 
1985. Such r a t e s  s h a l l  be exempted from wage i n c r e a s e s  a s  provided i n  
S e c t i o n  l ( a )  of t h i s  Article. Car scale and weight-on-drivers 
a d d i t i v e s  w i l l  apply  t o  mileage r a t e s  c a l c u l a t e d  i n  accordance w i t h  
t h i s  p rovis ion .

( a )  The mi les  encompassed i n  the  bas ic  day i n  through 
f r e i g h t  and through passenger s e r v i c e  and the  d i v i s o r  used t o  determine 
when overtime begins  w i l l  be changed a s  provided below:

( b )  Mileage r a t e s  w i l l  be paid on ly  f o r  miles run i n  excess  
of t he  minimum number s p e c i f i e d  i n  ( a )  above. 

( c )  The number of hours t h a t  must l apse  before  overt ime 
begins  on a t r i p  i n  through f r e i g h t  o r  through passenger s e r v i c e  Is 
c a l c u l a t e d  by d i v i d i n g  t h e  mi les  of t he  t r i p  o r  t he  number of mi les  
encompassed i n  a bas i c  day i n  t h a t  c l a s s  of s e r v i c e ,  whichever is 
g r e a t e r ,  by t he  a p p r o p r i a t e  overt ime d i v i s o r .  Thus a f t e r  June 30, 
1988, over t ime w i l l  begin on a t r i p  of 125 miles i n  through f r e i g h t  
s e r v i c e  a f t e r  125/13.5 = 9.26 hours  o r  9 hours  and 16 minutes.

When employees i n  through f r e i g h t  s e r v i c e  become e n t i t l e d  t o  
t h e  l o c a l  r a t e  of pay under a p p l i c a b l e  conversion r u l e s ,  t he  d a i l y  
l o c a l  f r e i g h t  d i f f e r e n t i a l  (564 f o r  conductors  and eng inee r s  and 434 
f o r  brakemen and f i remen under n a t i o n a l  agreements) w i l l  be added t o  
t h e i r  b a s i c  d a i l y  r a t e  and t h e  combined r a t e  w i l l  be used a s  t h e  b a s i s  
f o r  c a l c u l a t i n g  hour ly  r a t e s ,  i nc lud ing  overt ime.  The l o c a l  f r e i g h t  
mileage d i f f e r e n t i a l  (.56+ per  mile f o r  conductors  and eng inee r s  and 
.43+ f o r  brakemen and f i remen under n a t i o n a l  agreements) w i l l  be added 
t o  t h e  through f r e i g h t  mileage r a t e s ,  and miles i n  excess  of t h e  number 
encompassed i n  t h e  b a s i c  day i n  through f r e i g h t  s e r v i c e  w i l l  be paid a t  
t h e  combined r a t e .  



Sec t ion  4 - Engine Exchange ( Inc lud ing  Adding and Sub t r ac t i ng  of Uni t s )  
And Other Related A r b i t r a r i e s  

( a )  E f f e c t i v e  November 1 ,  1985, a l l  a r b i t r a r y  al lowances 
provided t o  employees f o r  exchanging engines ,  inc lud ing  adding and 
s u b t r a c t i n g  u n i t s ,  p repar ing  one o r  more u n i t s  f o r  tow, handl ing 
locomotive u n i t s  no t  connected i n  mu l t i p l e ,  and coupl ing and/or  
uncoupling appurtenances such a s  s i g n a l  hose and c o n t r o l  cab l e s  a r e  
reduced by an amount equa l  t o  one-third of t he  allowance i n  e f f e c t  a s  
of October 31, 1985. 

(b )  E f f e c t i v e  J u l y  1 ,  1986, a l l  a r b i t r a r y  allowances 
provided t o  employees f o r  performing work descr ibed  i n  paragraph ( a )  
above a r e  reduced by an amount equa l  t o  two-thirds of t he  allowance i n  
e f f e c t  a s  of October 31, 1985.

( a )  Dupl ica te  t i m e  payments, i nc lud ing  a r b i t r a r i e s  and 
s p e c i a l  a l lowances t h a t  a r e  expressed i n  t i m e  o r  miles o r  f i xed  amounts 
of money, s h a l l  no t  apply t o  employees whose s e n i o r i t y  i n  t r a i n  o r  
engine  s e r v i c e  is  e s t a b l i s h e d  a f t e r  the  d a t e  of t h i s  Agreement. 

(b) Dupl ica te  t i m e  payments, i nc lud ing  a r b i t r a r i e s  and 
s p e c i a l  a l lowances t h a t  a r e  expressed i n  t i m e  o r  miles o r  f i x e d  amounts 
of money, no t  e l imina t ed  by t h i s  Agreement s h a l l  not  be s u b j e c t  t o  
g e n e r a l ,  cos t -of - l iv ing  o r  o t h e r  forms of wage inc reases .  

S e c t i o n  6 - Rate Prog re s s ion  - Nev Hi re s  

I n  any c l a s s  of s e r v i c e  o r  job c l a s s i f i c a t i o n ,  r a t e s  of pay, 
a d d i t i v e s ,  and o t h e r  a p p l i c a b l e  e lements  of compensation f o r  an 
employee whose s e n i o r i t y  i n  t r a i n  o r  engine  s e r v i c e  is e s t a b l i s h e d  
a f t e r  t h e  d a t e  of t h i s  Agreement w i l l  be 75% of t he  r a t e  f o r  p r e sen t  
employees and w i l l  i n c r e a s e  i n  increments  of 5 percentage  p o i n t s  f o r  
each  year  of a c t i v e  s e r v i c e  u n t i l  t h e  new employee's r a t e  is equa l  t o  
t h a t  of p r e s e n t  employees. A year  of a c t i v e  s e r v i c e  s h a l l  c o n s i s t  of 
a pe r iod  o f  365 ca l enda r  days i n  which the  employee p e r f o r m  a t o t a l  of 
80 o r  more t o u r s  of duty.  



ARTICLE V - FINAL TERMINAL DEWY, FREIGHT SERVICE 

Sec t ion  1 - Computation of Time 

I n  f r e i g h t  s e r v i c e  a l l  t i m e ,  i n  excess  of 60 minutes ,  
computed from the  time engine reaches swi tch ,  o r  s i g n a l  governing same, 
used i n  e n t e r i n g  f i n a l  t e rmina l  yard t r a c k  where t r a i n  is t o  be l e f t  o r  
yarded,  u n t i l  f i n a l l y  r e l i e v e d  from duty ,  s h a l l  be paid f o r  a s  f i n a l  
t e rmina l  de lay ;  provided,  t h a t  i f  a t r a i n  i s  d e l i b e r a t e l y  delayed 
between the  l a s t  s i d i n g  o r  s t a t i o n  and such swi tch  o r  s i g n a l ,  t he  t i m e  
he ld  a t  such po in t  w i l l  be added t o  any t i m e  c a l c u l a t e d  a s  f i n a l  
t e rmina l  delay. 

Sec t ion  2 - Extension of Time 

Where mileage is allowed between t h e  po in t  where f i n a l  
t e rmina l  de l ay  t i m e  begins and the  po in t  where f i n a l l y  r e l i e v e d ,  each 
m i l e  s o  allowed w i l l  extend t h e  60 minute  per iod  a f t e r  which f i n a l  
t e rmina l  de l ay  payment begins by the  number of minutes equa l  t o  60 
d iv ided  by t h e  a p p l i c a b l e  overt ime d i v i s o r  (60112.5 = 4.8; 
60/12.75 = 4.7; 60/13 = 4.6; 60113.25 = 4.5; 60113.5 = 4.4, e t c . ) .  

Sec t ion  3 - Payment Computation 

A l l  f i n a l  t e rmina l  de l ay ,  computed a s  provided f o r  i n  t h i s  
A r t i c l e ,  s h a l l  be paid f o r ,  on t h e  minute b a s i s ,  a t  one-eighth ( 1 / 8 t h )  
of t h e  b a s i c  d a i l y  r a t e  i n  e f f e c t  a s  of October 31, 1985, according t o  
c l a s s  of s e r v i c e  and engine used, i n  a d d i t i o n  t o  f u l l  mileage of the  
t r i p ,  w i th  t h e  understanding t h a t  t h e  a c t u a l  time consumed i n  t h e  
performance of s e r v i c e  i n  t h e  f i n a l  t e rmina l  f o r  which an a r b i t r a r y  
al lowance of any kind i s  paid s h a l l  be deducted from t h e  f i n a l  t e rmina l  
t ime under t h i s  A r t i c l e .  The r a t e  of pay f o r  f i n a l  t e rmina l  de l ay  
allowance s h a l l  n o t  be s u b j e c t  t o  i n c r e a s e s  of any kind. 

Ai t e r  road overtime commences, , f i n a l  t e rmina l  de l ay  s h a l l  n o t  
app ly  and road overt ime s h a l l  be paid u n t i l  f i n a l l y  r e l i e v e d  from duty.  

NOTE: The phrase " r e l i e v e d  from duty" a s  used i n  t h i s  
A r t i c l e  i nc ludes  time requ i r ed  t o  make in spec t ion ,  
complete a l l  necessary  r e p o r t s  and/or  r e g i s t e r  o f f  
duty.  

Section 4 - Multiple Tripe 

When a t o u r  of du ty  i s  composed of a series of t r i p s ,  f i n a l  
t e rmina l  de l ay  w i l l  be computed on only t he  l a s t  t r i p  of t h e  t ou r  of 
du ty .
